Application of Matt 3:7-12 
1. You might want to do more study on the Pharisees and Sadducees 

to understand who they were. 

a. Who do these groups represent in the modern church? 

 

2. What does it mean to “bear fruit in keeping with repentance”?  

a. You might want to consider other passages referring to “bearing 

fruit” e.g. Matt 7:16–20; 12:33-37; 13:22-23; Ps. 1:3 

b. How are religious exercises and rituals (e.g. baptism) unable to 

save anyone?  

c. Take time and ask God to examine your life for what type of 

fruit you’re producing. Ask for help or forgiveness as necessary. 

 

3. Why is it important for people to understand we can’t rely on our 

physical descent for salvation (as many of the Jews did)? 

a. Why might this be an especially important truth for children to 

understand? Please talk to your children about this truth.  

 

4. What will happen to “every tree that does not bear good fruit”? 

Find other verses in Scripture referring to God’s judgement of fire. 

 

5. What are differences between John and Jesus and their baptisms?  

a. How does John’s humility as he speaks of the coming one 

(Jesus) challenge you to similar humility?  

 

6. What does Jesus’ baptism “with the Holy Spirit and fire” mean and 

why? 

 

7. The final verse in this passage against refers to God’s final 

judgement, although here John describes two groups who will 

experience this, who are they and what’s the different results? 

 

8. Thank God for His work in your life to save you, to produce fruit 

in you, to deliver you from the wrath to come, and to grant you the 

Holy Spirit as a seal of your eternal inheritance
